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Isolation of enteropathogenic bacteria from pediatric patients with acute gastroenteritis

From January, 1997 to December, 2001, bacterial examinations were conducted on stool
specimens from patients with acute gastroenteritis below eighteen years old at a pediatric clinic
in Matsuyama city.

As the results, 371 enteropathogenic bacteria (diarrheagenic E. coli:172 strains, Salmonella
spp .:61strains and Campyrobacter spp.: 138 strains) were isolated in 352 out of 1,668 cases.
Those enteropathogens were prevalent in summer. The most predominant O -serotype of
diarrheagenic E.coli was O1 (80 strains, 46.5%) followed by O18 (21 strains, 12.2%) .
case of enterohemorrhagic E.coli 026 (VT1) was detected. And of the detected Salmonella spp.,

the most predominant O-serotype was 09 (48 strains, 78.7%) followed by O7 (10 strains,
16.4%) .

that bloody stools were observed in 26.6% of stools from the patients with Campyrobacter spp. .
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
